Water is essential for life and after many 
emergencies and disasters, it is a commodity in 
very short supply.  Major cities have regular 
droughts.  Hurricanes, tornadoes, earthquakes, 
forest fires and other natural cataclysms 
generally leave local populations without safe 
drinking water.  Many villages and towns around 
the world simply do not have good drinking 
water, period – they are in chronic emergencies, 
chronic disasters.  

Bad water or no water at all means not only 
sickness and death but weakness, and lost time 
and energy, a drain on the economy, and social 
unrest.  By providing “Seed Pods” of equipment 
that includes very sensible, practical, modular, 
easy-to-use, inexpensive to operate and 
maintain, no-experts-required water purification, 
on multiple levels of technical sophistication and 
output capacity, we make a difference in not only 
the near-term but the very-long-term. 

EcOasis Pods are equipped with water 
purification for up to 50K gal/day with 
desalination, for spigot and bottled output.  They 
also are equipped with a supply of individual 
ceramic filtration units and biodegradable flat-
storage plastic water bags, each holding 3 gal. 

The Pod can be adapted to virtually any 
water source including wells. 
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Power for the Pod and for Beyond. 

Each Pod has multiple energy sources for its 
own operation and for providing electric and 
mechanical power for use by people coming to 
the Pod installation during or after an emergency 
event.  The power sources are compact 
generators that run on one or more of the 
following sources, all integrated in tandem: 

�  Gas/diesel/biofuel 
�  Solar (silicon-based and polymer-based) 
�  Hydrogen 
�  Auxiliary vehicle generators 
�  The TORNADO™ engine provides also a 
source of hot water and/or steam for other 
applications as necessary. 
 

Generators are coupled through a universal 
transmission enabling switchover between power 
sources and from generator turbine operation to 
driveshaft and pulleys for mechanical operations 
such as grinding.
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At times of emergency, disaster, and large-scale 
accidents or conflicts, not only is the immune 
system usually down, but all the aggravating 
conditions and factors go up against us. 

Wherever people are coming to get drinking 
water, and use electricity, and get  access to 
information and communication over the internet, 
this is the perfect occasion for rapid and where 
possible self-administered testing of self, foods, 
and beverages, and also to take advantage of 
antimicrobial treatment for household goods. 

The EcOasis Pod comes equipped with a health 
monitoring workstation that enables quick tests 
for common biohazards and chemical hazards 
that can be spreading through environments and 
populations because of disease, decay, chemical 
spills, and other unforeseen consequences of 
storms, quakes, and other catastrophic events. 
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Satellite-based internet connectivity with fault-
tolerance built-in provides the essential gateway 
for people in a crisis/emergency situation and for 
those at the other end, a county or a world away. 
to share critical information, to make connections 
with families and loved ones, to find out the latest 
reports about next-step actions and necessities. 
 
The Pod also provides through detachable large-
screen displays the means for the community 
coming to the Pod to see and hear webcasts and 
educational presentations, lessons, and 
examples for how to improve their survival and 
their Sustenance.
